PASTORAL SHARINGS
Fr. Ivan’s Corner

e What is the Epiphany of our Lord?

The Feast of the Holy Theophany (Epiphany) of our Lord is
celebrated each year on January 6. The Feast commemo-
rates the Baptism of Christ and the divine revelation of the
Holy Trinity. At the Baptism of Christ, all three Persons of the
Holy Trinity—Father, Son, and Holy Spirit—were made mani-
fest. Thus, the name of the Feast is Epiphany, meaning
manifestation, or Theophany, meaning manifestation of God.

e Why Christmas had been celebrated on many differ-
ent dates?

The disparity in dates lies in the different calendars followed
by each faith. The Ukrainian Catholic Church in Ukraine cele-
brates Christmas according to the old Julian calendar. By
that calendar, set by Julius Caesar in 46 B.C., Christmas is
January 7. Most of the world follows the Gregorian calendar
set by Pope Gregory XlIl in 1582, which sets December 25
as Christmas. The Julian calendar is the old Roman calen-
dar, with leap years every 4 years. In the 16th century, it was
noted the spring equinox was coming later and later in the
year, so the Gregorian calendar was introduced. But whether
Christmas is celebrated on December 25th or on January 7th
the message is the same: "Peace on Earth! Good will to-
wards men!”

e  Why does the priest bless our homes after the Feast
Epiphany?

The sanctification of the home takes place with prayer and
the sprinkling of holy water, so that all creation might receive
the sanctification that the River Jordan received at the time of
the Baptism of Our Lord by St. John the Baptist. The priest,
at this annual visit, asks God to have mercy on the house, to
rid it of every evil and to fill if with every blessing. Since our
homes cannot be brought to the Church, the Church, through
the priest, goes to the homes of every parishioner. There the
sprinkling of newly sanctified water finishes the service of
blessing that began in the Parish Church. The blessing of our
homes by this holy water maintains the spiritual connection
between the ‘home church’ and the Parish Church. By this
annual blessing of the places where we live, the grace of
God is extended to our individual homes and families.

e Some one in my family is dying. Is there anything
that | should be doing?

The best thing to do is to come to the church and offer Lit-
urgy for them, light a candle, and remember them in your
heart and prayers. The next thing to do is to decide what
funeral home you will be using. While it can be painful, you
may want to “make” the arrangements for your loved one in
advance with the funeral director. Fr. Ivan can help you with
these painful decisions, which are best made while we can
think clearly. After your loved one dies, you should call the
funeral director who in turn will contact the priest. The funeral
director and/or priest can guide you through the many details
involved.

e Does Christ and Messiah mean the same thing?
"Christ" is derived from the Greek word Christos which
means "annointed one". "Messiah" is from the Hebrew word
Mashiah which means "The annointed one". Christians be-
lieve that Jesus Christ was the Messiah -- the Son of God. In
the Jewish religion, followers recognize Jesus as a Jewish
teacher -- but not the Son of God. Jews are still waiting for
the Messiah to come -- while Christians believe that Jesus
was the Messiah and already came.

Epiphany Blessing of Homes
If you wish to have your home
blessed, please drop the Home
Blessing Card from your box of en-
velopes into the collection basket as
soon as possible. Be sure that your
correct name and address are on
the card, and add your phone num-
ber. Fr. Ivan will start the blessing of homes on Mon-
day, January 9 and will call you before his visit.
