Give Thanks

How well we remember the instruction our
Sunday School teachers gave us. After you receive
Holy Communion, go back to your place with eyes
downcast. Stand or kneel, say prayers of thanks to
Jesus for the great gift you have received.

Times have changed and, unfortunately, so
have one of the traditions. Now almost everyone
in the church, prepared and unprepared, fasting
and non-fasting, go up for communion almost
every Sunday. Following the reception of the Holy
Gifts, many go back to their places and plop down
in the pew. Those who have not received are not
standing as previously in the presence of the
Eucharist - they are sitting relaxed or whispering
with someone near them. What is indeed sinful is
conversation with someone while in line to receive
Communion. If you have fallen into this habit,
break it now for St. Paul warns that you will be
judged for this. A reminder - it is proper - the
teaching has not changed to stand with respect
once the priest comes out of the altar with the
Holy Gifts.. Whether you commune or not, you
should pray or meditate. Bring your prayer book to
church, use the pew book provided. We also fast
for at least one hour before receiving Holy
Communion. (You can have water and medicine,
as well as use non-food items such as toothpaste,
but you must not chew gum or eat candy, nor any
kind of food in the church before receiving Christ
in Holy Eucharist.

4) Unruly pets should be secured in another room or placed
outside while the Priest administers the blessing. 5) Everyone stands
for the blessing. 6) Everyone kisses the cross presented to you by the
priest. 7) When the priest announces the greeting “Khrystos Razhdayet-
sya!” — “Christ is Born!” The faithful respond, “Slavite Yoho!” — “Let us
glorify Him!” 8) Please make sure your house number is visible (in the
evening, please leave the porch light on.
. Let us continue the customs of our forefathers, understand the
mystery and the symbolisms and carry on the traditions of our par-
ents and grandparents. Thank you in advance for your cooperation.

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Fr. Ivan’s Corner
Questions and Answers about the Divine Liturgy.

e What is the meaning of the word Liturgy?
The word Liturgy comes from the Greek word leitourgia
meaning service or public office.
e What is the Holy Liturgy?
The Holy Liturgy represents the highest prayer of glory
and thanksgiving that the Church offers to God on
Earth. Its main goal is the transformation of the gifts of
bread and wine in the Holy Body and Blood of the Lord
for the sanctification of the faithful through partaking of
them into Holy Communion. The Holy liturgy unites the
Heaven and the Earth, the angels and the saints with
us the sinful people.
. Who instituted the Holy Liturgy?
The Holy Liturgy was instituted by our Savior Jesus
Christ at the Holy Supper when He: “fook bread and
blessed it, and broke it, and gave it to the disciples, and
said, Take, eat, this is My body. And He took the cup
and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink all
of it. For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is
shed for many for the remission of sins.” (Mat 26:26-28)
e What do we gain by participating in the Holy
Liturgy”?

The main goal of Holy Liturgy is the communion of the
faithful with the Body and Blood of our Savior. The Holy
Communion is the necessary food for our
spiritual growth in Christ and life everlasting:
’I am the Living Bread which came down
from Heaven. If anyone eats of this Bread, ((| ||
he shall live forever. And truly the bread that .\ J
I will give is My flesh, which | will give for the = f
life of the world.” (John 6:51) 4 [
e Who can celebrate the Holy Liturgy? -"_QJL =
The Holy Liturgy can be celebrated only by =73
the bishops and the priests canonically or- “-13_;‘
dained, helped by the deacons. The faithful =~
also play an important role in the Liturgy.
They are not just spectators to the service but active
participants.
. When do we serve the holy Liturgy?
The Divine Liturgy can be served in all days of the year
with the prescribed exceptions, called non-liturgical
days. The Holy Liturgy is served generally in the morn-
ing, with few exceptions (Presanctified liturgy and Ves-
peral Liturgies of Saint Basil the Great).
o  Where can we serve the Holy Liturgy?
The Liturgy is served only in Churches, canonically con-
secrated by the Bishops. In special situations, with the
blessing of the Bishop, the Liturgy can be served in
other appropriate places, on a specially prepared altar
and always using the Holy Antimension.
o Whatis the Holy Antimension?
The Holy Antimension is one of the most important Li-
turgical objects that is not missing in any Catholic
Church. It is given to the priest by the local Bishop and
is the sign of his canonical status. The Holy Antimen-
sion is a rectangular piece of cloth made out of linen or
silk approximately 15-20" wide. It is painted with scenes
from the Passions of our Savior, the main theme being
the entombment of Jesus Christ. During the Liturgy the
Holy Antimension represents the entombment of Jesus
Christ and also the shroud in which He was wrapped. In
one of the corners generally we find Holy relics of the
saints. This is a continuation of the ancient Christian
custom of building Churches on the tombs of the Mar-
tyrs. One cannot serve the Holy Liturgy without this Ii-
turgical object. In the Church it is kept on the Holy Ta-
ble under the Gospel.
e What is the structure of the Divine Liturgy?
The Divine Liturgy consists of three parts: The Prosko-
midia, the preparatory part, performed earlier in the
morning by the priest alone in the Altar, The Liturgy of
the Catechumens starts with the Great Blessing until
the Litany of the Catechumens and the Liturgy of the
Faithful starting the Litany of the Catachumens until the
end.
