There recently was a death of a 98 year old lady
named Irena Sendler died. During WW 1II, Irena got
permission to work in the Warsaw Ghetto, as a
Plumbing/Sewer specialist. She had an ulterior mo-
tive... She KNEW what the Nazi's plans were for the
Jews, (being German).

Irena smuggled infants out in the bottom of her tool
box she carried, and she also carried in the back of
her truck a Burlap sack, (for larger kids).

She also had a dog in the back that she trained to
bark when the Nazi soldiers let
her in and out of the ghetto. The
soldiers, of course, wanted noth-
ing to do with the dog, and the

Nazi's broke both her legs and arms and beat her
severely. Irena kept a record of the names of all the
kids she smuggled out and kept them in a glass jar,
buried under a tree in her back yard. After the war,
she tried to locate any parents that may have sur-
vived it, and reunited the family. Most, of course,
had been gassed.

Those kids she helped were placed into foster family
homes or adopted.

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Fr. Ivan’s Corner

Questions and Answers about the Liturgy.
Continuing from the last week’s bulletin...

e Is the Holy Liturgy always the same?
Some of the parts of the Liturgy are fixed and others are vari-
able. Some of the fixed parts are the prayers that the priest
reads, the Litanies, the Creed etc. The variable parts are the
Antiphons, the Troparia, the Gospel lectures, the Epistles etc.
e What are the Litanies?
The Litanies are a series of prayers through which the Church
mediates for Her members. The litanies are said by the deacon
in the middle of the Church or by the Priest in front of the Holy
Table. After each supplication the people acknowledge by say-
ing “Lord have mercy” or “Amen”. In this way the whole
Church prays to God, the mediator toward God being the
Priest.
e What are the Antiphons that we sing in the first part
of the Liturgy?
The Antiphons are parts of the messianic psalms, prophesizing
the coming of Christ. They represent the period when Christ
was in the world but was still unknown. The antiphons repre-
sent the period until St. John the Baptist when the world
needed prophets to announce the coming of Christ.
e What represents the Little Entrance with the Gospel?
The little Entrance represents the Epiphany of the Lord or His
entry into the world. The Gospel that contains the Word of God
represents Christ himself. This is why the people chant” “Let us
come and worship and bow down to Christ”. The priest’s
words “Wisdom. Let us stand right!” are meant to notify the
people to acknowledge the presence of Christ in the Church.
They are repeated for the same purpose before the reading
from the Gospel.
e What is the Epistle reading?
The Epistle reading is the sending into the world of the Apos-
tles. The censing during the Alleluia it is done in honor of the
Gospel to be read and represent the fragrance of Christ’s
teaching that spread into the whole Church through the Holy
Apostles
e What is the Gospel reading?
The Gospel reading represents the full manifestation of Christ
into the world; it is Christ himself teaching to the people. This
is why before and after the faithful say “Glory to you our God
glory to You!”
e Why do we say the Lord’s prayer before Communion?
Because now through the Sacrifice of Christ we are can be
called sons of God to Whom we pray now by the model shown
by the model shown by his Son. We pray now for our daily
earthly bread but also to become worthy to receive the true
food and the true drink , the celestial bread, the Body and
Blood of Christ.
e Why is the Priest saying “"The holy gifts are for the
Holy"?
Because the Holy Gifts, meaning the Body and Blood of the
Savior are given only to the Holy, meaning to those that have
prepared for this and are worthy to receive them.
e What is the braking of the Lamb ?
The breaking of the Lamb and its crosswise disposal on the
Diskos represents the crucifixion of Christ on the Cross and His
death. The Part IS that was pierced with the lance during
Proskomidia is now put into the Chalice symbolizing the reun-
ion of His Body and His Blood, the symbol of His Resurrection.
e When do the Priest and the faithful take Commun-
ion?
The priests take Communion in the Altar around the Holy Ta-
ble, representing the Apostles at the Holy Supper. The Faithful
are communed by the priest in the Church. The entrance of the
Priest with the Chalice represents the first showing of Jesus
Christ in the world after the Resurrection. After Communion
the Priest shows once again the Chalice saying the words ” Al-
ways now and forever and to the ages of ages” representing
His last showing in the world before His Ascension into Heav-
ens.
e What is the ending of the Liturgy?
The Priest exits the Altar and says the last prayers before the
Icon Screen. The priest now descends from the heavenly like
mission and step by step descends in the midst of the people
from the height he was taken into during the Liturgy. Until now
He prayed secretly from the Height of the Altar, but know he
prays together with the people from their midst, openly, bring-
