Fr. Ivan’s Corner
Questions and Answers about our Faith

e Why are there different color Liturgical Vestments
worn by the Priest, Deacon, and Altar Boys on various
services?

The color of vestments is tied to the Liturgical significance of the

service. White or gold is used for Sundays (each Sunday repre-

sents the Resurrection), feast days, and Holy days. Blue is used

for feasts of the Mother of God. Red is used on the feast of a

martyr, purple during the week of the Great Lent and black or

red is used for a funeral or Liturgy for the dead.

e Why is Liturgy (Mass) mostly chanted (sung)?

Our liturgy is chanted as a sign of our joyfulness in God’s pres-

ence. Singing is the highest expression of joy in communication

with words to express our emotions and he songs of the Angels

e What is the difference between the Divine Liturgy and
the Mass?

There is no theological difference; that is, both are the same

event, Sacrifice and Eucharist. The word "Liturgy" came from the

Greek "leitourgia", which means a "public gathering". The term

"Mass" comes from the Latin "ite, missa est"; "go, you are dis-

missed", from the dismissal at the end of the Mass. Both terms,

however, are synonymous in meaning and describe the same
event.

e What does the priest do at the little table prior to the
Liturgy?

You are referring to Proskomedia -- which is at the beginning of

the Liturgy when the gifts (i.e. bread and wine) are prepared.

The proskomidia is a mini service during which a priest prepares

the gifts of bread and wine for the Liturgy. It take place before

the Divine Liturgy begins. The Office is served at the Prothesis
table, usually at the Northeast corner, within the Altar (the area
behind the Iconostas).

e Why is it necessary to use water and wine in the
proskomidia?

They both represent the water and blood that came out of Jesus

side when the Roman soldier pierced His side (read the Gospel

according to St. John 19:34). Furthermore, the wine represents
the divinity and the water the humanity of Christ.

e Why many Christians fast on Wednesdays and Fri-
days?

Christians fast on Wednesday in remembrance of the betrayal of

Christ and on Fridays in remembrance of His crucifixion and

death..

e What is the Difference Between Protestant and Catho-
lic Bibles?

The First Christian Bible
At the time the Christian Bible was being formed, a Greek trans-
lation of Jewish Scripture, the Septuagint, was in common use
and Christians adopted it as the Old Testament of the Christian
Bible. However, around 100 A.D., Jewish rabbis revised their
Scripture and established an official canon of Judaism which ex-
cluded some portions of the Greek Septuagint. The material ex-
cluded was a group of 15 late Jewish books, written during the
period 170 B.C. to 70 A.D., that were not found in Hebrew ver-
sions of the Jewish Scripture. Christians did not follow the revi-
sions of Judaism and continued to use the text of the Septuagint
as the Old Testament.

Protestant Bibles

In the 1500s, Protestant leaders decided to organize the Old Tes-

tament material according to the official canon of Judaism rather

than the Septuagint. They moved the Old Testament material
which was not in the Jewish canon into a separate section of the

Bible called the Apocrypha. So, Protestant Bibles then included all

the same material as the earlier Bible, but it was divided into two

sections: the Old Testament and the Apocrypha. Protestant Bi-
bles included the Apocrypha until the mid 1800s, and the King

James Version was originally published with the Apocrypha. How-

ever, the books of the Apocrypha were considered less impor-

tant, and the Apocrypha was eventually dropped from most Prot-
estant editions.

Catholic and Orthodox Bibles

The Roman Catholic and Orthodox Churches did not follow the

Protestant revisions, and they continue to base their Old Testa-

ment on the Septuagint. The result is that these versions of the

the Bible have more Old Testament books than most Protestant
versions. Catholic Old Testaments include 1st and 2nd Macca-
bees, Baruch, Tobit, Judith, The Wisdom of Solomon, Sirach

(Ecclesiasticus), additions to Esther, and the stories of Susanna

and Bel and the Dragon which are included in Daniel. Orthodox

Old Testaments include these plus 1st and 2nd Esdras, Prayer of

Manasseh, Psalm 151 and 3rd Maccabees.
