Taras Shevchenko Concert

Our parish will celebrate the memory of
Ukraine’s most famous native son with a concert
on Sunday, March 13 after the first Liturgy in our
Church Hall. On that Sunday the first Liturgy will
start at 8:45 a.m. instead of 9:00 a.m. Choir
"Boyan” will be singing Shevchenkos’ poems.

Pope John Paul Il identified three kinds of
evangelical activity: first, to those who have not
heard the word; second, the ongoing formation in
the faith of those who are present in our Christian
communities, and third, the evangelization of
those who, though baptized, have lost the living
sense of faith. In an effort to embrace all three
levels, our spiritual leader, Stefan Soroka, has
initiated a program for our diocese called
“Generations of Faith for Byzantine Churches”.
This is an intergenerational event-centered
approach to faith formation for the whole parish.
The goal of the program is to bring people of all
ages in the parish together to learn and
participate in all aspects of their faith together
through: Divine Liturgy, Church Year Feasts and
Seasons, Mysteries, Morality, Social Justice.

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His Beatitude Lubomyr (Husar)
leaves the office of Head of the Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church

On February 10th at a press conference in Kyiv
His Beatitude Lubomyr (Husar) announced that today
Pope Benedict XVI accepted his resignation from the
office of Major Archbishop of the Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church (UGCC). A request regarding this mat-
ter had been sent to the Holy Father by the Head of the
UGCC when he turned 75 years of age.

"Today, when I do not have as much strength, I
would like to hand over the office to my successor, who
will continue to work in a very efficient way. For it is
not my work and I am not the key. The key is the
Church, the goal of our work is service to the Church,
and we try to do it as long as we can do it effectively, "-
declared His Beatitude Lubomyr, explaining his deci-
sion.

After relinquising the guidance of the Church,
His Beatitude does not intend to completely remove
himself from the life of the Church and society. "I will
be doing what I am still able to do. I will pray for the
Church, contemplate the past, and ensure that nothing
of our Church’s past is lost. I would also like to meet
with youth and with different professional groups, "-
says His Beatitude Lubomyr. Later this month His Be-
atitude will meet with students of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy
and will start work on his second audio trilogy titled
"Society" which will include audio books: "Society and
Government," "Society and Business", "Society and
Law". According to canon law, the new Administrator of
the UGCC will be Archbishop of Lviv, Most Rev. Ihor
(Voznyak), until a new Head of the Church is elected.
Within the next two months the Synod of Bishops will
meet to elect a new Head of the Church. His Beatitude
will maintain all titles and honors due to his office ",
said the Secretary of the Synod of Bishops, Bishop of
the Curia, Most Rev. Bohdan (Dziurakh).

His Beatitude became the Head of the Ukrainian
Greek Catholic Church ten years ago after the death of
his predecessor Myroslav Ivan (Lubachivskyi). He was
the first head of the Church to be elected by a special
Synod of Bishops following the emergence of the
Church from the underground and the independence of
Ukraine. During the time of his leadership of the
Church, the seat of the Head of the UGCC was re-
turned to Kyiv, the capital of Ukraine, from St. George’s
Cathedral in Lviv. The Patriarchal Cathedral of the Res-
urrection of Christ and the Patriarchal Center of the
UGCC are currently completing construction in Kyiv.

Fr. Ivan’s Corner
Questions and Answers about our Faith

Question: The Catholic Church teaches us that salvation is not ob-
tained by faith alone but by faith and works - a Protestant friend of
mine said if that is completely true then how did the Good Thief re-
ceive eternal salvation while dying on the cross - he obviously
showed faith in Jesus but did not have time for good works. | thought
about this situation and also people who are given confession on
their death bed and truly repent - they also don't have time for good
works but we believe that they can be saved. Could you help me
here?

First of all, both faith and good works are made possible by
the grace of God. The good thief performed the good work of repen-
tance, which is simultaneously a human action and an action of the
Holy Spirit.

Question: / see some online stores that sell medals with third class
Catholic relics in them. Can any relics, third class or otherwise, be
sold this way or any other way?

It is simony to sell relics. Don't do it. | know some people who buy
the relics with the intention of safeguarding them and preventing
future selling of them. While this is a good motive, | must wonder if
this is not simply encouraging those who sell them.

Question: Who was the first pope buried at St. Peter's Basilica in
Rome?

Pope Leo the Great, in the year 461, was the first pope to buried at
St. Peter's Basilica in Rome. It is interesting to note that Pope Leo
the Great is known for his stance on papal primacy. At that time,
some of the Eastern churches argued that their patriarchs had equal
authority to that of the bishop of Rome. However, Pope Leo the
Great reaffirmed the primacy of the bishop of Rome based on Jesus'
words (Matthew 16:18)...."And so | tell you: you are a rock, Peter,
and on this rock foundation | will build my church”

Question: Is every statement of the Pope infallible?

The Pope only speaks infallibly when he speaks "ex cathe-
dra" (symbolically from the chair of Peter). He has only officially
done this twice in the history of the Church. In these cases (and in
any case of an infallible statement) this will not be some new teach-
ing, but a reaffirmation of something Biblical or from Sacred Tradi-
tion. The infallible statements made include the teaching on the Im-
maculate Conception of Mary on Mary’s assumption into Heaven
(body and soul). The Pope's infallibility is considered an extension
of the Church's infallibility. It should, also, be noted that infallibility
is a protection against error. That means that whenever the Pope is
speaking "ex cathedra" as head of the Church on matters on faith
and morals that he (and the Church) will not be able to say anything
that contradicts Christ's teachings.

Question: Do human embryos and human clones have souls?

The Catholic Church teaches that human life is sacred from con-
ception to natural death, thus asserting the inviolability of all human
beings. So, the question is really, are embryos and clones, if ever
produced, human beings?

This question is answered adequately by philosophy and science.
Science shows us that different kinds of existing things, called a be-
ing, belong to specific categories of being. Among living beings we
can determine from the genetic makeup of the individual what kind
of being it is. Human sperm and egg cells have only half the comple-
ment of human genetic material, and a limited lifespan. They do not
replicate and organize themselves in any way. They are "human" in
that they come from human beings, but they are not human beings.
However, after they unite to form a fertilized ovum all the genetic
material that will ever be needed is present to constitute a human
being. Furthermore, other than needing a special environment at
different stages (whether the womb or the cradle), all that will deter-
mine their growth is the unfolding of the genetic plan contained
within and the addition of nutrients and time. This cannot be said of
sperm and egg. Their independent life is fixed. The life of a human
being is not — all it needs is the right environment, food, water, oxy-
gen and love. Whether two cells or two billion cells, this is true.

In the case of frozen embryos, if they can be revived and if they
are then still living, then they are human beings, and all human be-
ings by definition have a soul. Since such embryos have developed
into human children we know this to be true. The same would be
true of clones. If the processes, no matter how artificial and unnatu-
ral, result in a being that is materially human in makeup and can live
and develop into a child, then that child will have a soul. No creature
as materially complicated as a man can live without the spiritual form
which theology calls the soul.
