Metropolitan Archbishop Stefan Soroka
Will Celebrate Holy Thursday Services
In Our Church

Vespers with the Hierarchical Divine Liturgy of
St. Basil the Great, the Consecration of Chrism
and the Sacramental Washing of Feet will take
place on Thursday, April 21, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.
These solemn services commemorate the events
of Holy Thursday when Our Lord shared the
Mystical Supper in the upper room, the institution
of the Holy Eucharist, and then lovingly washed
the feet of his Apostles, commissioning his
apostles and those who would come later to a
ministry of service, to and for others. Archbishop
Stefan will wash the feet of 12 of his priests, in
imitation of Christ, signifying that he who will
preach the Word of God and will break the bread
of the Lord's Supper must kneel before others, in
total humility and service and wash their dirty
feet, first, before any of his ministries will bear
fruit.

The Chrism  (Myron), which will be
consecrated, is made from olive oil and many
kinds of herbal essences and is distributed to all of
our churches for use during the year. This is a
once in a lifetime chance to witness and pray at
this sacred service that is usually celebrated in
our Cathedral in Philadelphia. Everyone is
welcome!

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PASTORAIL SHARINGS

“The Ladder of Divine Ascent”

of Saint John Climacus

Our journey through the Great Fast today brings us to
make or renew a most significant acquaintance. Saint John
Climacus was a sixth century monk who lived in the desert of
Mount Sinai. He is best remembered for his work “The Ladder
of Divine Ascent”, a classic of the spiritual life. Its very title
suggests that our path to God involves struggle, effort, and
an upward movement.

St. John based his entire
book upon the image of a ladder
stretching from earth to heaven,
derived from the dream of vision
of Jacob in Genesis 28:12. There
are thirty rungs—each for one of
the years of the hidden life of
Christ. They describe a program
which moves upward from the M
practice of specific virtues to the =g
mystical union with God. Thus
they offer us a path of ascent,
truly “climbing the ladder”—not of prestige or success but of
entering the kingdom of heaven.

To offer some appreciation of and understanding of
this work, the introduction which St. John Climacus offers to
his first step of “"The Ladder” serves to identify its goal and
purpose: “Of all created and rational beings, endowed with
the dignity of free will, some are friends of God, some are His
true servants, some are useless servants [cf. Luke 17:10],
some are entirely estranged, and there are some who, for all
their weakness, take their stand against Him.” [Step 1]

By presenting us this analysis, the author wishes to pose
before each of us the question, “Which one am I?” It is the
question which is at the heart of our faith and which is to
come into clearer focus during this journey of the Great Fast.

% PLEASE TAKE NOTE\

God never promised you that life would be a rose
garden but did promise never to leave you, to
take you through your storm and use all things
for good in the end.

Two men went fishing. One man was an experienced fish-
erman, the other wasn't. Every time the experienced fish-
erman caught a big fish, he put it in his ice chest to keep
it fresh. Whenever the inexperienced fisherman caught a
big fish, he threw it back. The experienced fisherman
watched this go on all day and finally got tired of seeing
this man waste good fish. "Why do you keep throwing

back all the big fish you catch?” he asked.
The inexperienced fisherman replied, “I only have a small
frying pan.”

Sometimes, like that fisherman, we throw back
the big plans, big dreams, big jobs, and big opportunities
that God gives us. Our faith is too small. We laugh at that
fisherman who didn’t figure out that all he needed was a
bigger frying pan; yet how ready are we to increase the
size of our faith?

Whether it's a problem or a possibility, God will
never give you anything bigger than you can handle. That
means we can confidently walk into anything God brings
our way. Philippians 4:13 says that you can do all things
through Christ - He'll give you the strength! Nothing is
too big for God. Stop telling God you‘ve got big problems,
but instead tell your problems to a big God!

QUESTIONS about Our Faith

Corner * Question What are “sins of omission?”
Answer: Although there is a myriad of sins, all
sin can be very easily grouped into two distinct categories: sins of
commission (those enacted willingly, though we know it is wrong)
and sins of omission (those which occur when we refuse or fail to act
and do what we know is right). In God’s eyes, one group is no better
than the other and each is just as wrong.

In the parable of the Good Samaritan, the priest and Levite,
who passed by the man beaten up by robbers, are examples of
committing a sin by “omission” because they didn’t do what they
should have done in the moment. By refusing to stop and help the
poor injured man, they “omitted” an opportunity to get involved and
do what God expected of them: to show love, mercy and compas-
sion towards one another.

e Question: Is chewing gum considered ‘food” for purposes of
Eucharistic fasting?

Answer: Yes, it is considered food. We should not chew it while

preparing for Communion, in church (regardless of whether we plan

to Commune), or immediately after taking Communion

e Question: | am Christian but not Catholic, and my boyfriend is
Catholic. We live near a Catholic church and he likes to go
there. | enjoy going to church, and while | miss things about my
home church, I'm fine with going to my boyfriend’s church too.
The problem is communion. I'd like to take communion at my
boyfriend’s church but I've been told I'm not allowed to do so
because | am not Catholic. My church states all who believe in
Christ are welcome to share in communion. Out of respect for
the Catholic Church, | don’t participate but it's uncomfortable. |
especially miss taking communion at Easter. What is the truth
about this? The priest says all are welcome in the church and he
wants everyone to feel comfortable, yet | am unsure if that
means | can take communion.

Answer: The Eucharist is not an appetizer. It is, according to

Catholic belief, the presence of God’s Body in the form of Bread and

Wine. To take communion, you must believe that the presence of

God is not just symbolically in the Bread and Wine, but actually is

the Body and Blood of Christ. Because non-Catholics do not believe

this, they cannot take communion. My suggestion is to join your
boyfriend as a guest in his Catholic Church without feeling rejected.

e Question What do you do when people criticize you for doing
good works and helping others?

Answer: There is an old, but rather cynical saying, which claims,
“No good deed goes unpunished.” It seems that no matter what our
intentions or how well-meaning our efforts, the good we do is often
scrutinized and criticized by others. Look at Mother Teresa prior to
her later years of fame and notoriety: despite her dedicated sacri-
fices and a life-long commitment to the poor, diseased, and dis-
carded of India, she was constantly chided and be-rated for wasting
resources (food, medicine, money) on those who were dying!

Like our much-beleaguered Lord before us, every saint who
ever walked this earth had to put up with their detractors. None of
them were without opposition from some quarter or other and St.
Peter clearly reiterates this in his first epistle, saying, “it is better to
suffer for doing right, if that should be God’s will, than for doing
wrong” (1st Peter 3:17). In other words, by continuing to do good
works in the face of criticism, we do nothing other than walk in the
footsteps of Christ, Who Himself was criticized, brutalized and suf-
fered crucifixion from those very same critics (sinners) He came to
save! It may be true that no good deed goes unpunished, but even
so, by enduring such criticism in Christ-like fashion, the good still
gets done and we stand firmly upon the path of righteousness.
