When One Shows Up

Fr. Juan's Corner

e Can you receive Holy Communion more than once
a day?

Canon Law states that one may receive communion twice in

a day, if one is actually attending and fully participating in

both Liturgies.

e How do you "offer" something up (pain, stress,
etc...)?
St. Paul tells us that we fill up what is lacking in the suffer-
ings of Christ. Christ offered Himself completely for our sal-
vation. There is nothing lacking in His offering. What re-
mains is for us, the members of His Body, to offer our suf-
fering in union with His. This assists us and our loved ones,
both living and deceased to salvation. Therefore, when we
are undergoing a certain trial we can consciously pray to our
Lord to help us to carry this cross and this prayer is the of-
fering itself .

e Are Christians required to wear black when
mourning a family member and, if so, for how long
is the wearing of black required?

There is no requirement in the Church that those in mourn-
ing must wear black. While there are some Christians who
do this, and while the custom is especially ingrained in
many foreign countries and cultures, it is not a teaching or
requirement of the Church. In fact, one generally finds that
at funerals, the clergy wear white rather than black, as our
mourning is observed in the hope we hold in the resurrec-
tion and the eternal life God promises those who place their
faith and hope in His love—hope that is best signified by
white, rather than black, garb.

e My wife says God is God and Jesus is not God, but
the son of God. She disagrees or doesn’t under-
stand three is one and one is three. She says on
the cross Jesus cries out to God - "Father, forgive
them.” Do Christians disagree or is she wrong, or
misunderstood?

Those who believe that Jesus isn't God refer only to when

Jesus was on the earth in submission to the Father. How-

ever, He also existed before coming to the earth. The Bible

clearly teaches, “In the beginning was the Word, and the

Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with

God in the beginning. Through him all things were made;

without him nothing was made that has been made”. “The

Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We

have seen his glory, the glory of the One and Only, who

came from the Father, full of grace and truth” - John 1:1-3

& 14. Clearly, Jesus is His earthly name, but before that He

was the “Word”. Jesus willingly came to the earth as a hu-

man being to represent the human race and paid the price
for our sins on the cross. This is why he was called the “Son
of Man”.

Concerning Jesus, the Bible also says, “Who, being
in very nature God, did not consider equality with God
something to be grasped, but made himself nothing, taking
the very nature of a servant, being made in human like-
ness” - Philippians 2:6-7. Therefore, He was God, but be-
came a man and submitted Himself to the Father. This is
where the name “Son of God” applies.

The scriptures teach that "God” is a unity of three persons.

It's easier to believe in one God, but the scriptures are our

authority and they clearly teach God in three persons. One

of the reasons we have a difficult time with this is because
we think in terms of numbers while God thinks in terms of
unity. For example, concerning marriage God says, “two will

become one” - Genesis 2:24.

It's more difficult to understand three in one with
our limited understanding. However, water comes in three
forms - liquid, ice and steam. They are three, yet one!
Therefore, Jesus is one of the three persons of the Godhead.
He came to this earth as a man to redeem mankind and
then returned to heaven again to be with the Father. As Je-
sus prayed, “And now, Father, glorify me in your presence
with the glory I had with you before the world began” -
John 17:5.

e There are usually three stars painted in icons of
the Mother of God. What do they signify?

There are three golden stars, one on the forehead and one

on each shoulder of the Most Holy Theotokos. These stars

symbols of her virginity. She was a virgin before, during,

and after the Nativity of Christ.
