e ABOUT CHURCH ATTENDANCE

The teaching of our Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church still holds
that, for those who consider themselves to be
"practicing members in good standing" of our
Church, attendance on Holy Days of Obliga-
tion is not optional — members are bound to
attend Liturgy on those days, or else they bring
upon themselves a serious or mortal sin and
thus cannot receive Holy Communion, until
they have first gone to Confession and received
absolution. Obvious exceptions are if one is
sick, or has an unavoidable conflict, such as their employment.

e HOLY DAYS OF OBLIGATION

are correctly understood to be: EACH & EVERY SUNDAY OF
THE ENTIRE YEAR, and each one of the major feasts of the
church year:

- The Nativity of Our Lord (Christmas): December 25

- Theophany of Our Lord Jesus Christ: January 6

- Pascha (Easter Sunday), Resurrection of Our Lord

- Ascension of Our Lord (40th day of Pascha)

- Annunciation of the Mother of God (Theotokos): March 25

- Saints Peter & Paul, Prime Apostles: June 29

- Dormition of the Mother of God (Theotokos): August 15

A REMINDER ABOUT
H.I.P.A.A. PRIVACY RULES

Due to the strict regulations
surrounding the Health Insurance Portability and Ac-
accountability Act (H.I.P.A.A.), our local hospitals, nursing homes,
and rehabilitation facilities no longer telephone Father to inform
him you have been admitted - unless you specifically tell them:
"Please call Assumption Church in Perth Amboy, NJ and tell Fa-
ther that | have been admitted." That is your permission to them
to make the call. Otherwise, Father does not hear about your
situation, and if he's not told that you are ill and in need of a
clergy visit, then how will he know to come?

Please don't wait until the last minute to let Father know
that you are ill or going into the hospital. You need to remember
that the Lord's healing is always there for you, if you seek it.

In our Church, we teach that the Sacramental visit by the
priest is all about HEALING - not death. Some folks see the priest
coming to visit, as a visit by the grim reaper—as if to say, well, |
must be near the end if the priest is here. Not true! The priest
brings Jesus to you! Welcome Jesus Who desires to be with you,
to comfort you, to heal you, and to give you hope! Let us remem-
ber in our prayers and ask God to bless all priests who bring Je-
sus, our Dear and Glorious Physician, to the sick and infirm.

Fr. lvan'’s Corner

e What is a "name’s day?”

In our church it is characteristic for us to be named
after a saint. This saint is then said to be our “patron
saint,” as St. John the Baptist is in my case. Because
each saint has a particular date on the Church calen-
dar upon which they are commemorated, that day
becomes our “Name’s Day” (Dyen Angela in Ukrain-
ian).

e Recently, on news I heard that those Amish
men, who were arrested for shaving off the
beards of others, did so because it had
something to do with the Bible. Is this true?

During biblical times a beard was considered to be a

handsome feature and a sign of stature. In the Book

of Leviticus, God orders the Israelites not to “mare
the edges of their beards” (Lev. 19:27) and instructs

Aaron and the priests to be especially careful to pro-

tect and not shave or trim their beards (Lev. 21:5).

This is perhaps one of the main reasons why so many

Orthodox Jewish rabbis and Orthodox Priests con-

tinue to wear beards.

However, forcibly shaving someone else’s
beard was often performed as a means of humiliation
(2nd Samuel 10:4-5), while shaving your own face
might symbolize grief, mourning, or be a harbinger of
doom and destruction, as found in Ezekiel 5:1. So,
although it was certainly wrong of them to do so -
yes, there was a biblical correlation to their actions.

e I have a question concerning the recent con-
troversy regarding one of the Republican
candidates for president. Does the Catholic
Church regard Mormons as Christians?

This is a somewhat difficult question to answer, given

the syncretistic nature of our society. Although Mor-

mons acknowledge Jesus as a son of God, they do
not believe in Him as THE Son of God the way we do.

In fact, it is only recently that the Church of Later-

Day Saints has begun using the term "“Christian”

when describing themselves.

Because Mormons do not profess Christ and
the Holy Trinity in the same way that the early
Church did; because they have reinterpreted both
the Old and New Testament to fit their own belief
system; because they have forsaken the teachings of
the Apostles, Church Fathers, and Nicean Creed; and
because they have a whole other book of so-called
scripture other than the Bible, the Church of Later-
Day Saints cannot be truly termed a Christian
Church. The Catholic Church teach that the Mormons
are apostates (heretics) and are more of a cult than
anything else.

Now, this is not to say that Mormons are not
moral, nice, or even decent people. They just do not
have the true profession of faith as to who Jesus
Christ actually is and are, thus, far outside the Com-
munion of the Christian Faith.

o I recently purchased a cross to wear around
my neck and on the back there is something
written in Ukrainian or Russian. Do you
have any idea what it might say?

My initial response was to say "Made in Japan,” but I
don't want to turn your question into a joke. Al-
though I would actually need to examine your cross
to be sure, by far the most popular wording found on
the back of many crosses would be the phrase "Save
and Protect,” which is a description of what the cross
symbolizes for us: salvation and protection.

In fact, this expression is so commonly found;
one might say it is even standard. However, on the
back sides of many priests’ crosses (pectoral crosses)
is found a verse from 1 Timothy 4:12 which is quite
apropos for clergy, since it is both meaningful and
instructive: "Set the believers an example in speech
and conduct, in love, in faith, in purity.”
