SVIATA VECHERA OR "HOLY SUPPER"

is the central tradition of the beautiful Christmas Eve

celebrations in Ukrainian homes. The dinner table

sometimes has some hay on an embroidered table cloth

(or strewn under the table), as a reminder of the manger

in Bethlehem. Many families wear their Ukrainian em-

broidered shirts and blouses on this occasion.

When the children see the first Star in the eastern eve-

ning sky, which symbolizes the trek of the Three Wise

Men, the Sviata Vechera or Holy Supper. The Ukrainian

Christmas Eve supper consists of 12 traditional foods,

symbolizing the 12 apostles. The meal is meatless, but

fish is served to symbolize the Ichthus (Christ).

e BREAD (prosphora, kolach)

GARLIC with honey

KUTIA (boiled wheat with honey)

BORSCHT (red beet soup)

VUSHKA (small boiled “ear shaped” dumplings,

filed with sautéed chopped onions and mush-

rooms), eaten in the borscht

e PYROHY (varenyky), with various fillings, such as
potato, buckwheat,

e cabbage/sauerkraut, prunes)

o HOLUBTSI (stuffed cabbage rolls, usually with a
filing of rice, kasha [buckwheat groats], sautéed
chopped onions and mushrooms)

e BOBALKI (very small bread balls, moistened with
scalding water, mixed sometimes with fried onions
and sauerkraut with browned butter, or with pop-
pyseed, honey, and browned butter

e FISH in many varieties, such as baked, broiled,
fried, cold in aspic (Studenets), dried cod, marinated
or pickled herring (Oseledtsi), etc.

e UZVAR or Fruit Compote (dried, pitted prunes with
various other dried fruits, simmered with sugar and
spices this dish is served at the end, and is espe-
cially beneficial with digestion)

e KOLACHKY (various pastries and breads made
from a sweetened dough, some with fruit and nut
fillings)

e PAMPUSHKY (Ukrainian doughnuts made from a
light yeast dough, fried in hot oil, with various fillings
of homemade fruit preserves, poppyseed, and nuts.)

e I know that Catholic Church does not condone di-
vorce. However in recent years it seems to be getting
easier and easier to obtain annulments even when a
couple has children and have been married for many
years. Isn't a church annulment now just viewed as a
back door Catholic divorce?

No, an annulment is not a backdoor divorce and has nothing to do
with divorce in a sense. A divorce is a civil legal matter and an an-
nulment involves an examination of whether a marriage was ever
truly a sacrament. The length of a marriage and the presence of
children have no bearing on the annulment process. The annulment
process looks to the state of play at the time of the marriage and
examines the degree of freedom and readiness, the intention of
permanence and the openness to children on the part of each
party. If it can be established that one or the other party was lack-
ing substantially in one of these areas, then an annulment can be
granted.
The reason it may seem to be easier these days, is that we have
grown in our understanding of human psychology and this new un-
derstanding makes it possible to study a couple’s story and under-
stand it more fully. So the Church is not becoming slack, but in this
instance at least, somewhat wiser, more compassionate and more
in line with the attitudes that Jesus showed people whose lives had
gone out of shape.

e Please forgive me for this question, is it safe to share
one spoon when receiving the Holy Communion?

"Yes", it is safe to receive Holy Communion from the same spoon.
The reason why it is safe is because of what is being received — the
Body and Blood of Christ. In the nearly two thousand year history
of the Church there has never been a case where a person became
sick or contracted a disease from receiving Holy Communion. The
only time people have become sick through partaking of Holy Com-
munion is when they partake without proper preparation. This is
why the Apostle Paul warns: "But let a man examine himself, and
so let him eat of that bread and drink of that cup. For he who eats
and drinks unworthily eats and drinks condemnation to himself, not
discerning the Lord's body. For this cause many among you are
weak and sickly, and many sleep. For if we would judge ourselves,
we would not be judged." (1 Cor. 11:28-31)

On a practical note, the safest way to receive Holy Com-
munion, that is so that an accident does not take place, is to open
one's mouth wide and stand still.

o Why is the Nativity of Christ celebrated on December
25th? There are two main explanations as to why the
Church chose to celebrate the Nativity of Christ on De-
cember 25th.

The first says that the day was chosen to oppose the great pagan
feast of the sun god, which was celebrated near December 22nd at
the Winter Solstice, the time of year when the days started to get
longer again (at least in the northern hemisphere). It is believed
that the Church chose December 25th, because it ensured that
Christians would be fasting during the pagan celebration and would
therefore not easily be tempted to participate. And also because it
would help the pagan peoples to leave off worshiping the false sun
god and instead celebrate the coming of the True God, “the Sun of
Righteousness”.
The second explanation says that the day was chosen in relation to
the feast of the Annunciation, which was celebrated on March 25th
commemorating the supernatural conception of the Lord in the
womb of the Virgin Mary. The Annunciation was celebrated on this
day because of the belief in the ancient world that great men died
on the same day as they were conceived. Since the Lord was be-
lieved to have been crucified on March 25th, it also came to be be-
lieved that He was likewise conceived on this day. And since it fol-
lowed that the Lord’s birth would be nine months after His concep-
tion, the feast of His Nativity was set on December 25th.

o What is the proper way of greeting each other during
the Christmas Season?

During the celebration of Christmas, it is the custom of Orthodox

Christians to greet one another with the joyous exclamation, “Christ

is born!”, to which the one greeted responds, “Glorify Him!”
