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A HEROIC WOMAN

There recently was a death of a 98 year old lady
named Irena Sendler died. During WW 1II, Irena
got permission to work in the Warsaw Ghetto, as a
Plumbing/Sewer specialist. She had an ulterior
motive... She KNEW what the Nazi's plans were for
the Jews, (being German).

Irena smuggled infants out in the bottom of her
tool box she carried, and she also carried in the
back of her truck a Burlap sack, (for larger kids).
She also had a dog in the back that she trained to
bark when the Nazi soldiers let her in and out of
the ghetto. The soldiers, of course, wanted noth-
ing to do with the dog, and the barking covered
the kids/infants noises.

During her time and course of doing this, she
managed to smuggle out and save 2500 Kkids/
infants. She was caught, and the Nazi's broke both
her legs and arms and beat her severely. Irena
kept a record of the names of all the kids she
smuggled out and kept them in a glass jar, buried
under a tree in her back yard. After the war, she
tried to locate any parents that may have survived
it, and reunited the family. Most, of course, had
been gassed. Those kids she helped were placed
into foster family homes or adopted.

Five years Irena was nominated for the Nobel
Peace Prize.... She LOST, because Al Gore won
for doing a slide show on Global Warming.

o If I will be attending a funeral Liturgy on a Holy Day of
Obligation, does that mass fulfill my Holy Day Obliga-
tion?

In the case of attending a funeral on a Holy Day of Obligation, this

does fulfill the Holy Day of Obligation. Generally, funerals do not

happen on Sundays and Holy Day of Obligations, but if the Holy

Day of Obligation and the funeral Liturgy fall on the same day,

then yes it does fulfill the obligation of attending Liturgy.

e My Godfather was recently convicted of a heinous
crime and he has brought disgrace on the family. I
would like to have his name removed from my Baptis-
mal Certificate and annul his being my Godfather be-
cause his name is now well-known by the crime he com-
mitted. He has always asserted his innocence but he
took a plea deal and was adjudicated guilty. Can he be
annulled as my Godfather? In other words, can some-
one be "un-godfathered”? Does it require a formal
process in the Church?

I am so sorry to hear that your baptismal sponsor has brought
such pain to you and your family through his actions. As to your
question about striking his name from your baptismal records,
there is no process to do that. The baptismal record is an official
and recognized document that points to your birth, place of birth,
and your parents. The baptismal sponsor names are a matter of
record for the church. Many people use these records to trace their
family ancestry. The baptismal record is permanent. The record
cannot be changed. The information is there not only for you but
as a record for future sacramental participation. I know that you
don't want his name there. But the record of data is set. There is
no way to remove a baptismal sponsor's name. But that name on
your record in no way reflects upon your character and your dig-
nity as a child of God. All of us, in our family and sacramental re-
cords, have someone who we would rather not be there. But life
is not always as "clean and neat as we would like. This man's
criminal actions does not reflect anything negative on you and your
family. You're in control of your life and destiny by God's design
and will.

e After his passing, my father, a good Catholic was cre-
mated. Due to a situation out of our control, we were
not able to inter him immediately. We are going to try
and have him interred in the spring, but have concerns
that may not work as well. How long is it permissible to
go without interment?

I am so sorry for the loss of your father. In answer to your ques-
tion, the Church insists that cremated remains be treated with the
same dignity and respect accorded a human body, and disposed of
as though they were a human body in a timely fashion. Your father
must be placed in a mausoleum or a grave. It is a mark of respect
for the human body which was a temple of the Holy Spirit, was
nourished at the Eucharistic Table and will share in the Resurrection
and would give your father the final dignity of being laid to rest.

e Can a Catholic man divorce his wife and become a
priest?

If a man has been married and the Church deems the marriage in-

valid because of just causes and circumstances, and if the man has

received a Declaration of Nullity, it may be possible for this person

to become a priest.

o How long should Liturgy be? - Is there a rule about how
long Liturgy is supposed to last? My daughter gets up
and leaves after an hour whether the priest is still talk-
ing or not. I say she should stay put until Liturgy is offi-
cially over. Who is right?

Mother is always right. At least that's what my mother told me.
There's no rule about how long Liturgy should last, and it's not ap-
propriate to arrive late or leave before the final blessing . People
do have to leave early if they get sick, and doctors, police officers,
and fire fighters are sometimes called away. But in general,
your weekend activities should be scheduled around Liturgy and
people should be happy to spend at least one hour of time with
their Savior and Lord.
