BEING CLOSE TO GOD BY GOING TO
CHURCH.
WHY DO WE STRESS CHURCH ATTEN-
DANCE?

The Church is literally the Body of Christ.
This means that corporately, not individually, we
are Christ Himself still incarnate in the world do—
ing His work. If a person desires with their whole
heart one can unite to Christ and be—
come a member of His Body. Ideally,
this is motivated by a simple desire
to know God and to be where He is.
Out of this love for God comes the
desire to follow his commands and to
worship Him. However, this happens
in a context which is not our own.

Catholics maintains the an—
cient Jewish belief that God is mani—
fest in the temple. We believe that
the same glorious presence of God,
the Shekinah Glory, that dwelt on the
Ark of the Covenant now resides on each altar in
every Catholic Temple. “God is with us, under—
stand all your nations.” Isaiah 8:10, as the hymn
from Christmas Services says. If we truly un—
derstood what this means —— that the God “who
is a consuming fire” is literally present in the
Church —— we would strive to worship before
Him frequently.

o Does our Catholic faith tradition/holy scriptures inform us as
to whether our deceased loved ones have ongoing knowledge
of their relatives daily lives on the earth?

We don't know and the Church doesn't spell it out too much. We

certainly ask the Saints to intercede for us, presuming they know

what we are dealing within our lives. I suspect that the presence of

God is so completely satisfying that our deceased relatives are pri-

marily caught up in the things of God. Having said that we still live

on in their memories somehow.. Just how, we will have to wait till
it is our turn. It is part of God’s mysterious design that we simply
have to surrender to.

o  Why do priests and other religious orders wear mostly black?"
If the color white is know as a symbol of light, purity, good-
ness etc.., then why is the typical daily wear of a priest and
other religious members mostly black and not mostly white?

Yes, the color white is the symbol of light and purity and joy. But

the attire of a cleric's uniform is black in color unless one is in mis-

sionary countries where white is the preferred color of keeping cool
in the tropics. The reason why I wear black is simple: black is the
symbol of death, death to sin. My whole life is dedicated to being
dead to sin and alive for Christ. I am reminded of the verse from

Romans, Chapter 6, Verses 3-4: "Or are you unaware that we who

were baptized in Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? We

were indeed buried with Him through baptism into death, so that,
just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father,
we too might live in newness of life."

e Can a person receive absolution after death?

Once we die we cannot get absolution. It is too late. Live your life
so you are ready to be judged by God. We do not know when we
will die. If you sin, get forgiveness from God as soon as you are
able to.

o I've held a grudge for years, but really had buried it deeply
and almost had forgotten about it. Yet it continued to affect
me. Through prayer and reflection, I came to see and realize
that this grudge was causing me problems, and with the Holy
Spirit's help, I forgave the person against whom I held this
grudge. I did this in prayer, but did not forgive the person di-
rectly. I haven't spoken to her in years. When we forgive,
must we always let the person know that we have done so, or
is it just as well that the forgiveness is solely between us and
God?

Sometimes it is hard to admit our grudges toward others. I am as-
suming that the other person did something that caused you great
grief. If you are in any kind of contact with the person you held ill
feelings against and you get the opportunity to have contact with
them, just smile nicely and move on. Let God handle them. They
probably do not even remember the incident but God does. If they
want to talk, then take the opportunity to say you forgive them for
their past actions. If not, then give a smile. A kindly smile is pow-
erful and can carry a special weight of forgiveness in itself. You
have asked the Lord to remove those bad feelings you lived with
and now you must move on without the human guilt you previously
felt. Do not let Satan hold this over you. Keep moving forward in
your faith. You have made your peace.

e  When should I drink holy water?

When you feel a spiritual need, that is when you find yourself
strongly tempted; feel in an evil way; are about to set out on a
journey; will miss the divine services; be-fore a difficult encounter;
in iliness, afflictions, etc.. It is the custom of some pious people to
take a drink of holy water the first thing every day before they eat
or drink anything else (except on days when they receive Holy
Communion).

o  Where should I keep the holy water?
Some keep the holy water in their icon corner and others in the
refrigerator.

o Does holy water have magical powers?

No. But it is matter that is “spirit-bearing” which brings the blessing
of God, cleansing, healing, and can be used for every purpose that
is expedient.
