e | have recently seen at a antique store, a beautiful
crucifix with many symbols around it.

The Crucifix you are referring to would be a Catholic Crucifix

but most likely it is done in the style of Eastern iconography

e If a man who was formerly a priest/pastor in another
christian denomination converts to Catholicism and
wants to become a priest in the Catholic Church and
eventually becomes one, do they have to become
celibate like all Catholic priests who were never mar-
ried or were always Catholic?

Thanks for your question. First of all it is important to be cor-

rect about wording: In the Eastern Catholic and Eastern Or-

thodox Churches priests do not get married. Rather, a mar-
ried man can be ordained to major orders (Deacon or Priest.)

But if a man is celibate and becomes a priest he cannot marry

after ordination. In the Catholic and Orthodox Churches if a

minister from another Christian denomination becomes

Catholic and wants to be a priest his marital status is ac-

cepted by the Church. He does not have to become celibate.

In the Latin Rite of the Catholic Church most of these minis-

ters who convert to Catholicism serve the Church in various

ways as priests but for the most part are not made pastors of
parishes although there are some who are pastors of Catholic
parishes.

o What is the appropriate attire for Priests. I'm just
wondering because | see different things. Some
Priests wear Roman Collars, others don't. I've even
seen a Priest wearing cowboy boots. So my question
is What does the Church say Priests are supposed to
wear.

The appropriate clerical attire for priests is a clerical shirt/suit,
which includes some form of the traditional Roman collar
(there is a military tab style or full white band option) or a cas-
sock with collar. There is no specification with regard to shoes
except good taste and local custom. The lack of a clerical col-
lar of some form is the serious issue; it should never be lack-
ing when a priest is performing anything related to his minis-
try.

o What about a priests attire outside of clerical func-
tions. For instance, if they go shopping or attend a
family non-Church function like a barbecue can they
dress like the rest of us ordinary civilians?

Yes, most especially if they are not within the vicinity of their

parish, though many priests rarely are out of clerical garb in

public.

e Why in some Catholic Churches in the USA, the altar
boys still ring the bells during the Eucharistic Prayer?
I was once told that before microphones were used,
the bells would be rung to let the people who couldn't
hear know that the most important part of the Liturgy
was taking place.
The bells originally had a practical purpose. The Liturgy was
in Latin, and the words were spoken quietly by the priest — so
even microphones were not an issue. The bell was rung one
time when the priest extended his hands over the chalice in
blessing right before the Consecration. This was a signal to
the congregation that the Consecration was about to take
place. Then when the words of Consecration had been spo-
ken the priest would genuflect, raise the Host (Chalice) to be
visible to the people, and then genuflect again. The bell was
rung at each of those steps — so the triple ring became com-
mon. Nowadays, with the Liturgy in the vernacular language,
and the words spoken aloud, the bells are rung in some par-
ishes more as a continuity of tradition than as a practical mat-
ter.

e Why do we believe in praying to saints?
The “saints” are those who are in heaven. So, they have
a special relationship with God. We believe that they can
be powerful intercessors for us, presenting our needs to
God.
